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Casares wins a Bronze Award at the European Capitals of Inclusion and
Diversity Award 2024

26 April 2024 — The European Commission has awarded Casares in Spain a Bronze Award for
its work to reinforce diversity and inclusion.

Commissioner for Equality, Helena Dalli, announced the winners of this year's European Capitals of
Inclusion and Diversity Awards, and kicked-off the annual European Diversity Month during a high-level
event hosted in Brussels on 25 April.

Nine winners from five countries shared Gold, Silver and Bronze Awards across three categories:
authorities with more than 50,000 inhabitants, authorities with less than 50,000 inhabitants, and a
specific award for authorities enabling safe towns, cities and regions for women in all their diversity, by
addressing violence against women. Two local authorities took home prizes in two categories.

Casares took home the Bronze Award in the category of local authorities with less than 50,000
inhabitants. The small municipality impressed the jury with its commitment to diversity and inclusion,
its innovative action to support LGBTIQ people and the appointment of a Counsellor for Equality and
Diversity to drive the work on diversity and inclusion.

Corbetta in Italy took home Gold in this category and Miranda de Ebro in Spain, Silver.

In the category of local authorities with more than 50,000 inhabitants, the Gold Award went to Zagreb,
the capital of Croatia, for its work addressing women, persons with disabilities, LGBTIQ people,
migrants, and Roma. The Silver prize was awarded to the municipality of Vaxjo in Sweden. The Bronze
Award was granted to La Laguna in Spain.

The Gold Award in the specific award for local authorities that enable safe towns, cities and regions
for women in all their diversity, by addressing violence against women went to the capital city of
Slovenia, Ljubljana, for its outstanding work tackling violence against women. Miranda de Ebro in Spain
and Vaxjo in Sweden claimed the Silver and Bronze Awards respectively for their important work in this
field.

The public choice award, selected by the participants of the Award Ceremony, is available online.

Commissioner Helena Dalli, said: “As with previous editions, the 3rd European Capitals of Inclusion and
Diversity Award recognises and provides visibility to the work of local authorities that create safe and
inclusive spaces, ensure belonging and widen participation. Their commitment to the principle of equality
is a source of innovation and progress towards a Union of Equality. | thank the participating cities and
towns, and congratulate the winners of this edition. | encourage other European local administrations to
draw inspiration from the highlighted best practices.”
